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Spanish I is an eighth grade course for high 
school that builds on the foundations that 
students built in 7th Grade Spanish. In this 
course, students will continue to bolster their 
communicative skills in Spanish (speaking, 
listening, reading, and writing) as well as 
compare and contrast cultures of the 
Spanish-speaking world to their own culture. 
Spanish I incorporates technology and a 
variety of different types of media (music, 
video, etc.) in order to give students the 
opportunity to become more acclimated to the 
Spanish language and culture.
